Three years ago we stepped out in faith to launch our Building Up, Living It Out vision for a new Wor-
ship Center project with an estimated cost of $21.5 million.  By November 2025 God had provided 
$11.5 million in gifts and pledges, leaving a balance of $10 million to fully fund the project.
